8th and 9th Grade – Completing Basic Secondary 
School Education

10th and 11th Grade – Specialized Upper 
Secondary School Education with Military Profile

Graduates of the Lyceum are well prepared, 
motivated and expected to enroll to Military HEIs  
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Intensive Military and 
Physical Training
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• Daily routine and schedule closely 
approximate to military units 

• The main profiling course "Defence
of Ukraine" includes 5 hours weekly 
and 2 weeks of military field training 
camp in summer 

• Intensive PT – up to 5 hours of 
classes weekly plus different sport 
sections, outdoor activities like 
strike-ball games, competitions etc.
